Authorization for Exception to Cost Principles on Sponsored Projects

Request must be submitted to the SVM Business Services/Research Administration Office and approved prior to purchase.

Federally sponsored projects have specific restrictions on the purchase and use of general purpose supplies and services (computers, office and computer supplies, administrative salaries, local telephone services, subscriptions and memberships) according to OMB Circular A-21.  General computer services, networking costs, or other DoIT services should normally be treated as F&A costs. Exceptions: a desktop computer might be necessary, dedicated and justifiable for a project that requires large amounts of statistical or data analysis or to run a specific piece of laboratory equipment. 

Requirements for non-federal projects vary so check for individual sponsor requirements.
